The club that is chosen will hold the “Civic Engagement” Trophy 
for one year, with their name added, and receive $100.00. 
 
Clubs wishing to enter  should submit  a scrapbook detailing the

Civic Projects will be judged on the following merits: 
    
• Addressed a real community issue 
• Was defined by a clear mission statement 
• Demonstrated an effective plan of action 
• Engaged at least three community partners 
• Was well  publicized  
• Was well documented (scrapbook)  
• Teamwork 
• Effort 
• Impact 
 
 
Scrapbooks are due in the Extension Office  
the same time record books are turned in each 
year.
