INSTRUCTIONS FOR YOUR 

 RECORD BOOK
· Use this record book for all the things you do in 4-H this year.  Put it in a pocketed 3 prong folder with your other records.  Separate each section with a tab and label each tab.  Each project animal you have should have its own tabbed divider.  Keep the Project  Record, Project Photos, Project Journal, Project Highlights, and financial summary for each project animal together – Separate project animals with tabbed dividers and label them with animal’s name. Only one project will be judged for fair, all projects will be judged for Year-End awards and points will be awarded for each project.
· This is not a scrapbook in which to keep ribbons, certificates, and programs in – Consider keeping those in a separate notebook.

· Use your records to look back at your progress during the year.  This will be helpful when you make plans for next year.

· When you complete your 4-H program for this year, write your 4-H story.

· The record book is your personal work.  Keep it current as the year progresses.  Do your own handwriting or typing.
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My 4-H Planning Calendar.  Write down the events and activities that you will be involved in.  Keep track of important events such as 4-H meetings, county fair, camp, and project-related activities. A computer generated calendar may be provided by your leader at the beginning of the year.  Corrections and additions are to be made by you.
My 4-H Projects.  Use a separate project  record, project journal, project highlights,  for each of your projects – Each animal that you use to compete in an official qualifying Show or Fair. 

Project Dividers.  You should have a divider for each   project animal.  You may add pictures to the dividers to “decorate” them – captions are not required and no extra points will be awarded or taken if you choose to do this or not. These pictures will not count as the ones required on the project photo page.
Project  Record:  This is an agreement between you, your project leader, and your parents about what you want to learn and how they will help you.  Obtain the required signatures.  1-3 Goals are required for a Junior Member, 3 or more for an Intermediate or Senior Member.
Project Journal.   Complete one of these forms for each project in which you enroll.

If you need more space for the project journal, add more pages.  For some projects you may wish to use the journal as a weekly summary of what is recorded.
Headings for the project journal:

· Date.  This is a log of your actions.  Keep it up-to-date.

· What did you do or make?  List, in order, the things you did or made (purchased supplies, cooked dinner, taught my dog to heel).

· How much? How many?  How much did you buy?  How many people did you serve?  If this column doesn’t apply to what you did, write “none”.


· Cost.  What was the total cost of the items you purchased?  If you used feed or other materials given to you by others, estimate the cost.  For many other things you do, such as teaching your dog to heel, there will be no cost or income, so write
“none”.          


· Income/Value.  What was the amount you received for items sold, or the estimated value of items you made or raised that were used at home? If this column doesn’t apply write “none”.


· Time.  Estimate the time you spent on this action related to your project.  For some activities you may want to summarize weekly or monthly hours spent.


· Comments and what you learned.  Briefly tell what problems you had, things you learned, and how you feel about what you did or made.

Project Photos:  Limit of two pages prior to the County Fair, three pages allowed after our County Fair and State Fair – for Year-End Awards.  These should be of your project animal (and you) only – or of your non animal project.  All photos must be current.  All photos must have captions.  A minimum of two photos and 2 captions is required for full points.
Project Highlights.  Look back at your project commitment.  Did you learn what you planned to learn?  What problems did you have to solve?  What were your main successes?  What would you do differently if you did it again, knowing what you know now?

Financial Summary.   This is a summary of your project’s financial value, what you spent, and what you earned during the year.  It summarizes your project journal.  Do an inventory when you start your records each year and when you close your records.  The difference between what you own from the start to the close of the project is part of your profit or loss for the year.

Project Add Sheets.  There are additional sheets required for many of the 4-H  projects.  These sheets help with special planning or recording needs. (breeding records, milk records, shot records, photography records, garden plan).  Use the add sheets for your project as well as the project journal.  These sheets are available through your leaders or on the county webpage.
Permanent 4-H Record.  Use this to record your participation in leadership, public presentations, demonstrations, judging, and other activities and contests during the years you are in 4-H.  Not all activities recorded here are 4-H activities, some are school, community, or church activities. This record travels with you from Record Book to Record Book, year after year.  There may be multiple Permanent Records in a member’s current Record Book – especially if they have been in 4-H for a while. The most current Permanent Record must be in front of the older records. If you lose your Permanent Record, you are to “reconstruct” it to the best of your ability.
My 4-H Story

Narrative.  Write your story for the year in narrative form.  Write as though you are actually talking to the reader.  Your story should have five parts and be no longer than two sides of one page prior to our county fair.  Following Fair and State Fair you may add an additional page to cover those events – for a total of 3 pages.

Introduce yourself. This MUST include your name, Name of Club and Number of Years in 4-H. It may also include age, and level of membership (ie: Junior, Intermediate, Senior).
Write about your projects.  Tell about the projects that you are enrolled in and tell about each project animal represented by your Record Book. Focus on your main project. Tell about what you worked on and what some of your favorite things are about this project or about working with this project animal. You may also include who you train with and types of shows you attended. Do not repeat the project highlights.

Share your 4-H club experiences, committees or activities you were involved in and how you were involved in your community and school such as involvement in youth sports, church activities, youth groups, choir, dramas, cheer, other clubs etc…  Tell what you do for fun.
Write about how you have changed as a result of your 4-H experience.  How has 4-H impacted you? Describe.
Explain how you will be involved with fair.  What will you be doing and exhibiting?  Are you looking forward to it?  What are you most excited or apprehensive about? (Even turning in this Record Book qualifies for exhibiting something!)

Supplemental information.  This section is limited to three sides of a page.  It should be related to your club, community, or school.  It may contain pictures, news clippings (all clippings should include dates and source they came from), or letters.  All items should be captioned.  This section should NOT contain pictures or information of, or about your project animal, except in the case of a news clipping of a club ride, clinic or activity.  You MAY include pictures of other animals, but clearly label them so they are not confused with your project animal.  All items in this section should be from current 4h year.
There should be a divider before this section reading “Calendar”

This does not have to be goal related, but should address problems encountered during the  current 4-H year.
Example:

I wasn’t able to reach a 16.000 in Barrels because Cricket is making too large of pockets and then shoulders in, which causes him to knock down the barrels.  I have not been able to get him to quit shouldering in.

	Successes. (1 Point)
These are things that went well for you.
Example:

I went to a reining clinic and learned how to help my horse do a flying lead change by shifting my weight forward in the saddle and leaning opposite to the way I am heading.

	To do differently next time. (1 point)
Remember:  There is ALWAYS something that can be done differently.

Example:

I am going to work on driving Cricket hard into the corners and not allowing him to “cheat” on his turns.

4. How has 4-H impacted or influenced your life? (2 Points)

I have also worked on asking Cricket to pick up the correct lead as we do pattern work, but I still need to work on driving Cricket hard into his corners so that I can increase my barrels times.  My favorite events are Poles, Key Race and Figure 8.  I enjoyed riding in several fun shows this year and even won a reserve award of some gaming reins.

The eighth grade at Whatcom County Middle School where I play volleyball and baseball.  I also write for the school paper and sing in the ensemble.  I attend Hilltop Christian Church where I help in the nursery and am involved in the youth group.  Besides riding my horse, I also like to go snowboarding and I like to play my guitar and sing.  I also helped raise money for a missionary in Mexico by having a car wash.  I have been the reporter for my club this year.  I enjoyed getting to write article for a real newspaper.  I have also helped on the Parties and Outings Committee where we planned a trail ride/campout to Silver Lake and a Harvest Party in the fall where we had a BBQ and costume party with games.
I have really enjoyed being in 4-H.  I have learned to speak in front of people by doing public presentations.  I have learned to be a leader by helping younger members with their Record Books and by helping them with their riding skills during club rides.  I have learned how to plan an event and make a budget for it.  I have learned to be a better rider, a better competitor and have learned to set goals and reach them.  I am better able to express my ideas both in writing and speaking.  I have also learned the importance of helping out in my community. Best of all I have made many great friends!
